Text of Will

I Michael Klug of the County of Madison do hereby make my last will and testament in manner and form following, that is to say 1st I desire that after my decease, my executor hereafter named do sell my tract of land lying in the County of Culpeper which I purchased of Mr. Robert Patton for the purpose of paying my just debts and funeral expenses and should the monies arising from the sale of sd land, be insufficient, for the payment of my debts --- I desire that my executors do sell so much of the perishable part of my estate as may be sufficient  for the above purpose.

 

Item 2nd  I give to my daughter Elizabeth Klug one negro man by the name of Savis, one negro woman by the name of Catron, and one negro girl by the name of Patience which – negros (with their future increase) I give to my sd daughter to her and her heirs forever.  I also give to my daughter Elizabeth Klug two bed bedsteads and furniture (which she has heretofore claimed) to her and her heirs forever, and after the death of my wife, I give to my daughter Elizabeth Klug the tract of land I at present reside on with the appurtenances thereunto belonging to her and her heirs forever.

 

Item 3rd  I give to my executors in brief for the benefit of my grandson William Bradley, my trunk containing all my cloathing.  Also one bed and furniture.  Also my riding horse, saddle and bridle, also one negro boy by the name of Churchill, and at the death of my wife, I give to Willm Bradley one have of what may fall to my daughter Sarah Gordon by division to him and his heirs forever and should my grandson die without heir, I desire that the property here bequeathed to him be divided among my children hereafter named.

 

Item 4th  I give to my daughter Rachel Carter one negro woman by the name of Betty Also one negro girl by the name of Sarah.  Also one negro girl by the name of Selah[?], and when my granddaughter Sarah Carter comes of age I give the sd negro girl Sarah[?] to her and her heirs forever.

 

Item 5th  The balance of my estate, both real and personal, of what kind soever not herein ---- particularly disposd of, I lend to my wife Elizabeth Klug during her life, and at her death to be sold and equally divided among my eight children as follows, Eleanor Crain, Humphrey Klug, John Klug, Jemimah Clark, Rachel Carter, Reuben Klug, Rhoda Gaines, Sarah Gordon, to be equally divided among them (after paying respect to former advancements) which I do herby give to them their heirs executors administrators and assigns forever----and lastly I do hereby appoint my friends John Carter and Thomas Shirley executors of this my last will and testament., hereby revoking all other or former wills or testaments by me heretofore made.  In witness whereof I have hereunto set my hand and fixd my seal, this 17th day of April in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and twelve.

Lastly, I do hereby appoint my friend Thomas Shirley sole executor of this my last will and testament (and allow him ten per cent on the amount of my estate as compensation for services) hereby revoking all other or former wills or testaments by me heretofore made.  In witness whereof I have hereunto set my hand and affixed my seal this 11th day of February in the year 1824.
